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From Fr. George’s notebook....

Reflections:

“To Thee and Thy
Service | Devote
Myself, Body, Soul,
and Spirit”

Some events can be very sobering, more
so upon reflection.

In the words of Institution, in Archbp.
Haverland’s sermon, and in the charge to
ordinands in the Ordinal, there is much to
reflect upon.

But, from those words and the trust im-
plicit in them, despite the awesome re-
sponsibility, there is beauty and comfort.

More especially to me is the love that is
woven throughout the relationship of the
rector and the parish. It is both collective
and individual.

Collective in the sense that we are a fam-
ily in Christ and that, in itself, implies a
corporate love.

One of the turning points in my life came
about when | read about the final years,
final minutes in the life of St. John.

Known in his early days as a disciple of
Jesus as being impulsive and quick tem-
pered, John came into the fullness of the
Love of God as expressed in Jesus Christ
and was oft quoted with the expression:
“Little children love one another.”

On his deathbed, his final instructions
were just that: to love one another, for he
said, “That is enough.”

What a wonderful charge to be passed

down to all members of the family in
Christ.

| often reflect upon St. John, especially
trying to picture him at the end of his life,
surrounded by his disciples, answering
their questions, teaching them, and giving
to them and us in the years to come the
full sense of God’s Love expressed in the
Person of Jesus Christ and emulated by
scores of Christians over the centuries.

All of life begins with love, is sustained by
love, and should end in love.

For us as Christians, it's a given. We all
share in the Love of Christ.

The charge given at ordination and further
reinforced in the Office of Institution can
best be carried out when the focus is on
the love and spiritual care of each mem-
ber of this wonderful family in Christ that
we know here as All Saints’.

What would St. John say? “Little children,
love one another.”

Notes of Note

What kind of music
do you have at All
Saints’? That's a
question I'm some-
times asked, and |
know the inquirer
doesn’t expect to get
an entire essay for an
answer. “Traditional”

o b 3
is a good short answer, and that seems to
satisfy. But what exactly is our tradition?

For our liturgical music such as the Kyrie,
Sanctus, and Agnus Dei, chants we sing




every Sunday, here at All Saints’ we use
the setting called “First Communion Ser-
vice,” that is, we sing the music composed
by John Merbecke (usually pronounced
“marbek”) in 1549. See hymn #702 in our
1940 Hymnal, for example. At the Synod
in Athens, Georgia, a couple of weeks ago,
attendees from All Saints’ were thrown off
(they reported) by different music for these
ancient texts. There, the “Second Com-
munion Service,” composed by Healey
Willan (1928) was sung instead. See
hymn #716 in our hymnal. It's a lovely
musical setting, but what a shock—not
“traditional” at all for All Saints’ parishion-
ers.

But | think when people ask “What kind of
music do you have?” they probably mean
to ask either about hymns or about instru-
ments.

Let’s start with instruments. Although the
Old Testament repeatedly recommends
singing songs of praise accompanied by
the harp, preferably a harp with ten strings,
strummed instruments today evoke gui-
tars, and guitars are inevitably associated
with young people and rock bands. Not
our tradition at all—enough said!

But what about hymns? Our 1940 Hymnal
is a rich repository of many of the best of
more than five centuries of texts and mu-
sic. In it we find none of the newest hymns
and only a few of the oldest. Some hymns
seem “Low Church,” some seem “High
Church,” some very English, some very
German, some terribly mournful, others
exceedingly bouncy. Some we have never
sung in all the 27 years | your organist
have been at All Saints’, and others we
have sung as many as five or six times
every year.

Which of these many hymns are most rep-
resentative of our tradition at All Saints’? |
think it's impossible to say, for (almost) all
of us started our church life somewhere
else, and we have brought our musical
tastes with us. At coffee hour | am regu-

larly greeted with “I have never ever seen
that last hymn!” or again, “That last hymn
is my absolute favorite!” The discovery of
old and new favorites at All Saints’ ex-
pands our experience and enriches our
tradition.

| saw in the bulletin from the Synod in Ath-
ens that Hymn #92 had been sung. Sara
Wood reported that this hymn did not
sound familiar to her. Hymn #92 was com-
posed by Arthur Seymour Sullivan (1842-
1900) with the tune name LUX EOI (Light
of the East). In the English church, it is
said to be a traditional Easter hymn and a
great favorite there.

Sullivan, as you may know, was the com-
poser (with librettist W. S. Gilbert) of oper-
ettas such as The Mikado and H.M.S.
Pinafore, but was also an organist and a
prolific hymn writer. In our Hymnal we love
his #87 (FORTUNATUS, “Welcome, happy
morning”), #94 (ST. KEVIN, “Come ye
faithful, raise the strain”), from the Easter
section, and of course #557 (ST.
GERTRUDE, “Onward, Christian sol-
diers”). At All Saints’ we also did sing Sul-
livan’s LUX EOI (“Alleluia! Alleluia! Hearts
and voices heav'n-ward raise”) a few
weeks ago, for the first time in many years.
It has not been a part of our Easter tradi-
tion for a while, and let’s just say that the
congregation is sure to sing it more confi-
dently next year!

When | went to see Abby Montenyohl re-
cently, | asked her if she knew this “new”
hymn that she had missed singing with
us—I hummed a bit of LUX EOI for her. Of
course! | knew she would know it—she
and her husband Vic had often sung in the
chorus of Gilbert and Sullivan operettas,
and it is always Abby who reminds us that
Sullivan wished to be remembered for his
hymns rather than for his secular composi-
tions.

Some of us might name Arthur S. Sulli-
van’s hymns as among our favorites. Cer-
tainly his and others of our grand Victorian
hymns are an important part of our tradi-
tion here at All Saints’, especially during
the Easter season.



From the Deacon’s Bench:

St. Barnabas

Barnabas (originally Joseph), styled an
Apostle in Holy Scripture, and, like St.
Paul, is ranked by the Church with the
Twelve, though not one of them.

Born of Jewish parents in the Island of
Cyprus about the beginning of the Chris-
tian Era, a Levite, he naturally spent much
time in Jerusalem, probably even before
the Crucifixion of Our Lord, and appears
also to have settled there and to have
owned land in its vicinity. Acts favours the
opinion that he was converted to Christian-
ity shortly after Pentecost (about A.D. 29
or 30) and immediately sold his property
and devoted the proceeds to the Church.
The Apostles, probably because of his
success as a preacher, surnamed him
Barnabas, a name then interpreted as
meaning "son of exhortation" or
"consolation".

When Saul the persecutor, later Paul the
Apostle, made his first visit (dated vari-
ously from A.D. 33 to 38) to Jerusalem
after his conversion, the Church there,
remembering his former fierce spirit, was
slow to believe in the reality of his conver-
sion. Barnabas stood sponsor for him and
had him received by the Apostles, as the
Acts relate . Saul went to his house at Tar-
sus to live in obscurity for some years,
while Barnabas appears to have remained
at Jerusalem.

The event that brought them together
again and opened to both the door to their
lifework was an indirect result of Saul's
own persecution. In the dispersion that
followed Stephen's death, some Disciples
from Cyprus and Cyrene, obscure men,
inaugurated the real mission of the Chris-
tian Church by preaching to the Gentiles.
They met with great success among the
Greeks at Antioch in Syria, reports of
which coming to the ears of the Apostles,
Barnabas was sent thither by them to in-
vestigate the work of his countrymen. He
saw in the conversions effected the fruit of
God's grace and, though a Jew, heartily

welcomed these first Gentile converts. His
mind was opened at once to the possibility
of this immense field. It is a proof how
deeply impressed Barnabas had been by
Paul that he thought of him immediately for
this work, set out without delay for distant
Tarsus, and persuaded Paul to go to An-
tioch and begin the work of preaching.
Together they laboured at Antioch for a
whole year and "taught a great multitude".
Then, on the coming of famine, by which
Jerusalem was much afflicted, the offer-
ings of the Disciples at Antioch were car-
ried (about A.D. 45) to the mother-church
by Barnabas and Saul (Acts 11).

Barnabas and Paul had been "for no small
time" at Antioch, when they were threat-
ened with the undoing of their work and
the stopping of its further progress.

Preachers came from Jerusalem with the
gospel that circumcision was necessary for
salvation, even for the Gentiles. The Apos-
tles of the Gentiles, perceiving at once that
this doctrine would be fatal to their work,
went up to Jerusalem to combat it; the
older Apostles received them kindly and at
what is called the Council of Jerusalem
(dated variously from A.D. 47 to 51)
granted a decision in their favour as well
as a hearty commendation of their work .
On their return to Antioch, they resumed
their preaching.

Little is known of the subsequent career of
Barnabas. He was still living and labouring
as an Apostle in 56 or 57, when Paul wrote
First Corinthians from which we learn that
he, too, like Paul, earned his own living,
though on an equality with other Apostles.
The reference indicates also that the
friendship between the two was unim-
paired.

With the exception of St. Paul and certain
of the Twelve, Barnabas appears to have
been the most esteemed man of the first
Christian generation. St. Luke, breaking
his habit of reserve, speaks of him with
affection, "for he was a good man, full of
the Holy Ghost and of Faith.

We celebrate St Barnabas on June 21st.



Feast of Pentecost

The Birthday of the Church

On June 12th this year, we celebrate the
Feast of Pentecost, or Whitsunday as it is
known in the Anglican Church. It is the
Birthday of the Church.

At this time two millennia ago, Jews from
every part of the known world were in
Jerusalem for Pentecost, one of three
great Jewish festivals requiring atten-
dance in Jerusalem, also known as the
Feast of Weeks, occurring 50 days or
seven weeks after Passover.

This Jewish feast was significant for two
reasons: first, it commemorated the giving
of the Law to Moses on Mt. Sinai, and
second, it offered the first-fruits to God in
gratitude for the completed harvest. The
streets of Jerusalem were filled with pil-
grims from around the world.

For the Apostles, this would be a momen-
tous day in their lives and, indeed, for the
Church; on this day, God would breathe
life into the Body of Christ, as His Church
would be known, and set into motion a
movement that would change mankind
and the world forever.

The twelve, as Matthias had been elected
to replace Judas Iscariot, were engaged
in prayer and discourse in the upper
room, presumably the same upper room
where the Last Supper was held, when it
happened, in the words of St. Luke:

And suddenly there came a
sound from heaven as of a
mighty rushing wind, and it filled
the house where they were sit-
ting. And there appeared unto
them cloven tongues like as of
fire, and it sat upon each of them.
And they were filled with the Holy
Ghost...

Peter, empowered by the Holy Spirit to
speak openly to the crowds, was able to
be heard and understood by each regard-
less of language and thus he was able to
persuade some 3000 to repent and be
baptized.

And so, in rather dramatic fashion, the

Church received life.

What do we believe about Pentecost and
the Holy Spirit and what does it mean for
us today?

Succinctly, we believe that at Pentecost, a
new spirit entered the world and began to
transform it. That spirit is the Holy Spirit
promised by our Lord to be a Comforter,
that is one who strengthens, and to be an
Advocate.

The Holy Spirit was sent not only to the
Apostles, but also to consecrate the
Church for its work. And the Holy Spirit
was given to us as a principle of inward
spiritual life.

It is not that the Holy Spirit was absent
before Pentecost, but that since Pente-
cost His presence has been characteristi-
cally different. While His sphere of opera-
tion is in the Church, a point of contact, so
to speak, for us.

It is not that the Holy Spirit works only
through the Church, but that His Power is
concentrated in the Body of Christ, the
Church, and through our membership in
that Body, we receive the benefit of His
Power through the Sacraments and
through corporate worship.

The Holy Spirit dwells within us individu-
ally to supply spiritual needs and to stimu-
late spiritual motives, giving clearness to
our faith by illuminating our minds, giving
zeal to our charity by shedding abroad in
our hearts the love of God, and giving
strength and power to all our graces.

The Holy Spirit is present when we are
baptized and we receive Him at the time
of confirmation during the laying-on of
hands. He is ever present within the
Church and it is there where we should
seek Him, for there no covenanted secu-
rity outside the Church.

This month, on June 12th, we celebrate
the anniversary of the arrival of the Chris-
tian Age, the coming to life of the Body of
Christ, God having breathed His Spirit into
it; and we celebrate the Feast of the Holy
Spirit who strengthens and inspires the
Church and each of us.

Saint of the Month:

St. Irenaeus
Bishop & Martyr

With St. Irenaeus we have one of the
great fathers of the Church in whose writ-
ings may be found all the elements of a
complete system of Christian theology.

Born in one of the maritime provinces in
Asia Minor around the year 125, Irenaeus
received not only an exceptional liberal
education but also a thorough knowledge
of the text of Holy Scripture; by that we
mean the Old Testament and many writ-
ings that were extant and would be in-
cluded in the New Testament when it was
canonized.

Moreover, Irenaeus had the privilege of
being a disciple of at least one man who
had known the Apostles, St. Polycarp.
Indeed, it has been asserted that St. Poly-
carp is the one who sent Irenaeus as a
missionary to Gaul.

And it was in Lyons in Gaul where St.
Irenaeus served as a priest under its first
bishop, St. Pothinus.

On at least two occasions, Irenaeus was
dispatched on missions as a mediator
between a pope and a body of Christians
in Asia Minor, leading him to pen his trea-
tise against the Gnostics which has come
down to us complete in the Latin version.
Also, recently discovered is an exposition
of apostolic preaching in an Armenian
translation.

Irenaeus succeeded St. Pothinus as
bishop of Lyons when the saint was mar-
tyred during the persecutions under Mar-
cus Aurelius in 177.

Thought to have been martyred, the date
of his death is not known but was approxi-
mately in the year 202. He was buried in
a tomb in Lyons which was destroyed by
the Calvinists in 1562 and his remains
were lost.

St. Irenaeus left as a legacy his defense
of the Faith against Gnosticism, exposing
and refuting the errors of the Gnostics. He
was skilled as a mediator and is known
for his evangelizing the lands around Ly-
ons in Gaul. He ranks as a Father of the
Church.
